Seeing the
delight on the boy’s face as he accepted
the toys was reward enough. The
reward grew, though, when I saw the
joy Jeremy was experiencing from his
good deed.

directly to an appreciative child was a
very different experience. I recognized
Jeremy'’s joy as the same joy that I
experience when I am helping clients
at UMD, and passing this along to my
nephew made my heart smile.
